In 1516 Thomas More published Utopia, a book in which he criticized the society of his day by describing an imaginary ideal society. According to More, the ideal society would consist entirely of free citizens who would elect their own governing officials. Conscientious citizens, not police, would enforce the laws. Money and greed would vanish, and everyone would practice a simple, ethical religious. Today utopia now means “an ideal place or society.”


In England the Protestant Reformation came about by entirely different means than in Germany. True, some Protestant ideas had filtered into England by the 1520s. The English also had a tradition of resistance to the popes that went back to John Wycliffe in the 1300s. However, King Henry VIII caused the break between England and the Roman Catholic Church between 1529 and 1536. Pope Clement’s refusal to grant Henry a divorce infuriated Henry, who withdrew England from the Catholic Church and created a new church. In a series of laws, Parliament created the Church of England with the king as its head. By creating the Anglican Church and making England Protestant, he created a refuge for people who held new religious ideas.
