TLW write dialogues for each two of the following scenarios 

Materials: Several pictures of people…young & old, male & female 

1. Homework Assignment Due: Personal Ads

2. Match-up: Give each student a card with a person on it.  Tell them that somewhere in the room is their match.  They need to give one description at a time and listen to each other.  They need to try to figure out their match.  

3. Find the suspect:  Give each student in class a card with a person on it.  Then have matching cards up front.  Have one person come up at a time and draw one of the cards.  

They will make statements such as: 

-If you are a man, then stand up.  

-If you have a mustache then stay standing. 

-If you have on a hat, then stay standing. 

They continue in this way until they find the “suspect.”  Then the “suspect” comes up and repeats this process 

4. Have students work with partners on the following roleplays:  
a. While working at McDonalds, a mom comes up to you whose child is missing.  Ask the mom to describe her child to you, so that you can help her find them.  

b. You are on the metro and you see someone steal a man’s wallet.  Describe to the police what the person looked like. 

c. Your best friend wants to introduce you to his cousin.  Ask your friend to tell you more about her.  

d. You are going to pick up your brother’s friend at the airport.  You’ve never met them.  Ask your brother to describe his friend to you.
