Unit: Weather

Topic: Dialogues relating to weather & seasons
Lesson: 4

Level: Beginner/Intermediate

Hook/Warm-up: What is your favorite season? Why?  --- Journal entry

Review: 

1. Draw Thermometer on the board and write vocabulary words describing temperature from coldest to hottest. 

2. Show students a picture and have them describe what weather conditions they see in the picture.  What do they think the weather forecast was for that day? 

Presentation:  

Brainstorm: What are some reasons why it is important to know about weather conditions and seasons?  

One of the main reasons is that these are everyday topics of conversation.  Often we talk with other people about what the weather is like.  Also, so much of what we do for activities depends upon the weather conditions.    

Questions we may ask others:  
What do you think of the weather today?  
What is forecast for tomorrow?  
What should I wear tomorrow? 
What do you want to do this weekend? 
Practice: 

Dialogue:  Conversation between a mother and child about what they should wear to school tomorrow. The weather forecast says that there is a chance of rain and it is going to be cooler.  

-Write dialogue as a class

- Have students practice with partners 

Production: This is worth 15 points! 

Students will write a dialogue with a partner.  They will practice the dialogue together and then do it for the class.  
Dialogue: Conversation between two friends about what to do this weekend.  The weather forecast says that it is supposed to be partly cloudy with a slight chance of rain on Saturday.  Sunday is supposed to be warm and mostly sunny.  

You must Include:  

· At least 2 questions about the weather forecast

· At least 5 new vocabulary words relating to temperature or weather

· At least 5 lines of dialogue per person
