 Unit: Your Body & Your Health

Topic: Organs of the Body 

Level: Beginners

Review: Have the students review the different parts of the body which they learned during the last class & check homework assignment 

Presentation: Using pictures and descriptions help the students to understand what each of the following parts of the body are and why they are important. 

Vocabulary: Parts of the Body 

1. brain… controls the rest of the body 
2. throat…swallow food & beverages; 
3. throat…provides a passageway for air to get to the lungs
4. lungs…provide air to the other body organs
5. heart….beats and keeps the rest of the body working
6. stomach…digests food
7. muscles…help us to move
8. bones….give our body shape
9. fat…fills out our body & keeps us warm 
10. blood…provides life & energy 
11. skin…protects the rest of the body

Practice & Production:  

Mix and Match: give each student a slip of paper.  They must find their partner, write a sentence and then switch pieces of paper with someone else in class.  They need to continue until they have 11 different sentences on their piece of paper.
