Topic: Types of Instruments 

Presentation:

1. Idioms of the Day: 

a. Give me a hand

b. Zip your lips

c. In one ear and out the other 

d. Stabbed in the back 

Present to students and then have a few students use the idioms in a sentence. 

2. Today’s important vocabulary words: 

a.   Instruments 

b. Guitars: Electric, Bass, Acoustic  

c. Piano

d. Keyboard

e. Drums 

f. Trumpets 

g. Saxophone 

h. Flute 

i. Clarinet

j. Trombones 
k. Tuba

l. Violin 

m. Vocalists

Have the students draw a picture of each of these instruments. Ask questions: 

1. Do any of you play an instrument? Which one? How long have you played? 

2. Which instruments do you usually hear in rock music? 

3. Which instruments would you hear in the orchestra? 

Practice: 

What am I?  

Divide the class into two teams.  Have one member from each team come up front.  Show them an instrument.  Taking turns, the students will give a one word clue to their teammates.  Their teammates will guess which instrument it is based upon the clues.  No actions or sounds can be used.  Cheating will result in giving 5 points to the other team.
