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Welcome to the world of words!  Words are everywhere, but do we really know what they mean?  Here is your chance to find out.  

Your project should be a minimum of six pages.  Your final project will be written neatly, typed, expressed in another creative medium (snippets cut from newspaper, etc.) or done in a combination of the above.

You will be given class time to complete your assignment.  Make sure you use this time wisely.  Be creative and ENJOY!

1. Choose a word that has special meaning, is interesting, or just a word that you want to know more about.  The word must be appropriate and approved by me first.  This will be your title page so make it original!

2. Explain what your word means in your own words – 2nd page.
3. Look up the word in the dictionary and write down the definition(s) – 3rd page.
4. Ask five other people what they think the word means.  Record their responses – 4th page.
5. Find three different sources that include your word in a paragraph or phrase.  Copy out the passage and highlight your word.  Also, be sure to sight your source (where you found the passage) e.g. Winnipeg Free Press, November 20th, 2003 – 5th page.
6. Write a short essay, poem, song lyric, etc. about what your word means – 6th page.
7. Illustrate your word and all that it means using crayons, string, paint, markers, shoe boxes, poster board, etc.  Use your imagination!!!

8. Present your final project to the class.

This project will be assessed according to:

· How well you use your class time (20 marks)

· How much effort you put into the project (20 marks)

· How original and imaginative your project is (20 marks)

· How your finished work explains your chosen word 

· How well you present your word to the class (20 marks)

· Your own personal assessment (10 bonus marks)
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
