HISTORICAL OVERVIEW OF THE PAST  OF PUBLIC TRANSPORT IN BUDAPEST

The roots of the public transport in Budapest trace back to the second half of the XIXth century. The reform era brought exceptional changes to the transport sector too: in 1832 the first omnibus started its running, which was followed by the more significant horse tramway in Pest in 1866, then in Buda in 1869. 

The capital's two special means of transport - steam-driven in the beginning -, the funicular and the cogwheel railway were put into traffic in 1870 and 1874. 

In 1887 the first public tramline of the capital was opened to traffic in one section of the Great Boulevard. 

Between 1887 and 1914 four suburban railway lines were built. In 1896, in the year of the Millennium, the continent's first underground could start its service in Sugár út. 

Although the first bus service started in 1915, the bus transport became regular only in 1921. 

Extract from the Newspaper of March 2, 1915: "When taking its first circle, the aesthetic and comfortable vehicle had hardly any passengers, the conductor had to invite the people with kind encouragement. 

The business enjoyed a boom only later, when the citizens learned that everybody could use the bus for 14 fillér: they swarmed on to the velvet settees of the vehicle as well as to the seats on the top. They could experience with pleasure that the new conveyance runs smooth and quick."

PUBLIC TRANSPORT IN BUDAPEST

Budapest has an excellent network of public transport, including buses, trolley buses, trams, the metro and overland HEV train. Not only is the system reliable, safe and punctual, it offers an exceptionally cheap and easy method of covering the city.

You can use the same type of ticket for all forms of public transport in the city but remember when you change lines or systems you must validate a new ticket. Public transport works on a trust system making it easy to jump on a bus or tram without a ticket. If you get caught however, you will face a fine. Ticket inspectors wear red armbands and can spring up anywhere at anytime. The current fine for not holding a valid ticket is Ft1,600.

FARES Single journey tickets for the metro, buses, trolley buses, trams and HEV (within the city limit) cost Ft106. A book of 10 tickets can be purchased for Ft1,000 and 20 for Ft1,950.

A special Metro Section ticket valid for three stops costs Ft75 and a Metro Transfer ticket, allowing you to transfer lines, costs Ft175.

Tickets for unlimited travel within the city cost Ft850 for one day, Ft1,700 for three days and Ft2,100 for seven days.

Travel Passes can also be purchased for a longer period of time, which require a passport type photograph. A two-week travel pass costs Ft2,655 and a 30-day travel pass costs Ft4,050 or Ft1,315 if you are a student. Tickets can be purchased from tobacconists, metro stations and ticket machines (although many machines do not work).

METRO Budapest's metro system is incredibly simple. Comprising just three lines, which all connect at Deák tér, it is possible to go from one side of the city to the other in around 15 minutes.

Each Metro station has a map covering the entire city highlighting all public transport connection points. You will notice that on both sides of the platform the destination stations are listed in the direction of travel, making it very hard to go the wrong way. The metro runs from 4.30 a.m.until just after 11 p.m. Unlike many other large cities Budapest's Metro is very safe. It is patrolled regularly by security who keep check on aggressive beggars and fake ticket inspectors. If you are changing lines at Deak ter, remember to validate a new ticket. 

THE HÉV

The HEV, the overland railway, connects Budapest with its suburban districts. If you are visiting the city as a tourist the most popular journey by HEV will be to Szentendre from Batthyány tér. As Szentendre is outside the city limits you will need to purchase a ticket from the station before travelling. You can travel to other destinations within the city limits on the same kind of ticket as you would use on the metro, buses or trams.

BUS

 Budapest has more than 200 bus routes covering most of the inner city and the suburbs. Like the tram it allows a visitor the opportunity to see the sites whilst covering the city, sometimes at great speed.

In the mornings particularly, the buses are very crowded and you should expect to stand for most of the journey. The driver announces the name of each stop slightly before pulling up, however they do not automatically stop. In order to let the driver know you wish to disembark you will need to press the stop button in good time. Likewise, the doors do not open automatically when the bus pulls up at a stop.

To open the door you may need to press a small button located next to the door or the bus may take off and leave you standing.
