Seeing Red

The world we live in is full of a variety of colours. Although we may not realise it; colour influences our everyday life. We feel happy when we have pleasant colours around us and we are more likely to buy something if it is in a colour we like.

Our reactions to colour come from our emotions4, and which col​ours we prefer depends on our personality. For this reason psycholog​ists have found it is possible to test' personality by asking people to choose which colours they prefer. Several different tests have been done, and there is general agreement that a person's liking far any of the eight most commons colours can tell us something about that person.

Meanings  of Colours

RED Means ,fire' or ,blood'. Strong, active personal​ity. Very lively, emo​tional, extrovert. Always ready to argue or attack. You do or say things quickly without thinking.

BLUE Quiet, ' calm well-con​trolled emotions. Good judgement. Introvert

PURPLE Worry2' and fear but  usually managing to control inner emotion​al troubles. Introvert.

GREEN Restfu~l3°, in control not easily upset, few fears or worries, hopeful, ex​pecting things will get better. Introvert.

YELLOW Cheerfulness - relax​ed, Extrovert, active, free in doing and saving things without worrying about what others may think. Not easily upset, dependable.

GREY Dislike of emotional feelings and of showing emotion. You avoid3s deep friendships.

BLACK Feelings of sadness, that  life is becoming worse and worse, feeling unable to say or do as you want to, thinking you are not good enough.

BROWN Strong Basic desires, gaining great pleasure from the senses e.g. food, drink, heat, music, etc; but often feeling guilty afterwards.
