There is a fine view to the city. As motorists are not supposed to drive in the Castle area, ü is advisable to take public transport, namely the bus or the Sikló. 

Now it houses several museums. The National Gallery is in the central part of the Palace. It's a sanctuary of Hungarian fine art: the permanent exhibition includes late-Renaissance and baroque works from the 16th century, Gothic winged altars. Works of the l9th century painters Mihály Munkácsy and Pál Szinyei Mejse are worth a visit: portraits, landscapes and historical paintings made them well known both in Hungary and abroad.

'The Historical Museum occupies the South wing of the building. An exhibition shows you the 2000-year history of Budapest. The third museum in the Palace is the Museum of the Labour Movement. You will see an astonishing exhibition of the way of life in Hungary over the last 150 years.

It has seen. the history of Hungary from the l3th century on. King Béla IV. began to build it and King Matthias completed it for his wedding with Beatrice. The last coronation in this church was that of the last Habsburg emperor Charles TV. in 1916. The church was badly damaged in the war.

It is behind the Matthias church. It has 7 towers. It. used to be a fishmarket. This is the reason for its name. The 7 towers remind us of the 7 Hungarian tribes, which conquered the land of the Carnation basin.

It is the best place to enjoy the view of Budapest. It is named after  St.Gellért, the Italian bishop who helped King Stephen to convert the country to Christianity. The enemies of the king killed him. (They put him into a barrel nailed inside and rolled it down into the River Danube.) _

It crowns the hill. This fortress was built by the Habsburgs after the defeat of the war of independence in 1 848.

Imre Steindl designed 1t. The offices of the President of the Presidential Council and the Council of Ministers are in this building. The Parliament Library is on the Danube side of the building. It is a specialised library of a scientific character, with a significant special collection of books, which is open to the public since 1952.

It was founded by István Széchenyi.

It is an elegant concert hall.

It is the most beautiful and the oldest bridge. The original bridge (built between 1839 and 1849, it opened on November 14 of that year) was the brain child of the man called the Greatest Hungarian, Count Istvan Szechenyi, and the work of English designer William Tierney Clark and Scottish engineer Adam Clark.
A beautiful oasis between the Árpád Bridge and Margaret Bridge The name originates from the l4th century. Earlier it was called the Island of Hares. Margaret was the daughter of King Béla IV. and after the tartar invaders had left she became a nun. She lived on the island and never left it. The remains of the Dominican nunnery where she stayed can be seen on this island which gets its name from the canonised Princess Margaret.

On the middle rises the 36m high column topped by the figure of the Archangel Gabriel. Around the pedestal stand the 7 leaders of the 7 tribes. In the middle of the square is the War Memorial to those Hungarians who have died for the country. 

Then we take a look at the Museum of Fine Arts. This Museum has collected about 600 paintings from world-known painters. Across the square is the Art Gallery. 

It is behind the Heroes’ Square. There is everything you need to have fun: zoo, parks, restaurants, thermal bath, museums. Over the City Park Lake, which in the summer is used for boating, in the winter is an 
artificial ice rink, is the Vajdahunyad Castle. It was built for the Millenary Exhibition, made of temporary material as scenery. The aim was to illustrate the architectural styles to be found in Hungary. There are bastion spires, a gothic wing, a Romanesque style wing, and a baroque group of buildings. At present, it houses the Agricultural Museum.
