SOME SPORT RECORDS 

THE OLDEST

Archery  dates back a long way. Even 8000 years B.C. it was used for hunting. Homer's Iliad tells us that archery had become a proper sport, with precise rules and organised competitions by the l2th century B.C.

However, running and wrestling are the oldest sport​ing activities that resemble our present-day sports: the first competitions took place between 2750-2600 B.C.

THE FASTEST

Try to guess in which sport man reaches the highest speed (natural​ly, without using motors or other mechanised means). It's parachut​ing: you can reach a speed of 1,005 km per hour in free fall.

Do you know in which sport the ball travels fastest? It's called pelota. In this game the ball can travel up to 300 km per hour. With electronic measuring a golf ball has been seen to reach a speed of 273 km per hour.

THE HIGHEST WAVE

The waves in Waimea Bay, Hawaii, are often 9-10 metres high. It is virtually impossible to surf if the waves are any higher.

On 3rd April 1968 a 15 m wave (the highest ever) hit Minole (Hawaii). A young man called Holua was on his board when he saw the wave coming. He only had one possibility if he wanted to save his life: he had to get on his surf-board and ride the giant wave. He got back to the beach safely, setting a record that will probably never be broken.

THE SHORTEST PIT STOP

On 30th May 1976, on the tenth lap of the Indianapolis 500 Miles  the American car driven by Robert W. Unser ran out of petrol. He stopped at the pits, filled up the tank and was off again in only 4 seconds! It's the shortest pit stop in the history of motor-racing.
